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It is still not too late to buy! Home sales within Tahoe Donner have remained strong with 327 single family
homes sold YTD (11/10/04) compared to last years 286 YTD (11/10/03). Prices continue to increase with the
median price of available homes at $999,500 compared to last years YTD median of $495,000. The wide
variance in the median price reflects the current low inventory. There are only 40 homes currently on the
market with all but 2 of them priced at or above $700,000. Last year at this time we had an inventory of 101
homes available with approximately 50% of them priced below $700,000.

So what does this mean? Well if you currently own a Tahoe Donner home that would be priced under
$700,000 in today’s market and you want to move up then now would be a good time. Assuming it is
competivelly priced your current home should sell relatively quickly. And the sellers of the higher priced
homes are willing to negotiate.

If you are looking to buy your second home and want to find a nice place in the lower price range | would
recommend you consider some of the other neighborhoods of Truckee. The areas of Prosser Lakeview,
Glenshire, Ponderosa, and Sierra Meadows are very nice. These neighborhoods offer a variety of homes in
quiet settings. Their current prices range from $385,000 to $2,950,000 with 38 of the currently available 52
homes priced under $700,000.
